AN ORDINANCE TO AMEND “ THE LIQUOR
LICENSE ORDINANCE.”

[Assciited to May 231rd, 1919.]

The Commissioner of the Yukon Territory, by and
with the advice and consent of the Council of said Terri-
tory, enacts as follows:

1. Notwithstanding anything contained in “ The
Liquor License Ordinance,” every license hereafter- issued
for the sale of liguors by wholesale o1 by retail shall
expive at-midnight on the 31st day of ‘August, 1919, and
the fee to be charged for any such license for the period
from the 14th of July, 1919, to the 31st of Angust, 1919,
shall be a pro rata portion of the fees provided by scetion
21 of said Ordinance and no such license shall be granted
or issned after said 31st day of August.

2. Notwithstanding any of the provisions of “The
Liquor License Ordinance” or the terms of any license
heretofore issued, any licensce authovized thereby to sell
Tiquor by retail may, dnring the term of such existing
license, sell liquor to any person holding a wholesale
license without limitation as to quantity: I'rovided that
nothing herein contained shall he taken to authorvize any
such sale to any person other than the holder of a whole-
sale license.
